[Note] The substance was classified as salinomycin and sodium salinomycin here, because there is no clear description 
regarding the actual use of salinomycin (ID1207, CAS: 53003-10-4) and sodium salinomycin (ID1208, CAS: 55721-31-8) 
in a toxicity test, etc . Therefore, the descriptions of the health hazards of ID 1207 and ID 1208 are identical.
